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THE MARSHALL TUCKER BAND TO HEADLINE

FIRST EVER ROCK, RIBS & RIDGES FESTIVAL AUGUST 14-15

VERNON, NJ --- From their first album nearly 30 years ago to their powerful stage presence today, the Marshall Tucker Band has played countless concert venues across the world. They’ll add a new one to their list when they headline the first-ever Rock, Ribs & Ridges music and food festival on August 14-15, 2010 at the Hidden Valley Club in Vernon, NJ.

Sponsored by Franklin Sussex Auto Mall, Century Link, and News 12 New Jersey, the two-day Rock, Ribs & Ridges will feature live performances from Marshall Tucker, Dave Mason and New Riders of the Purple Sage, along with a juried rib cook-off from some of the top competitive “ribbers” in North America. 

The Marshall Tucker Band will perform on Sunday, Aug. 15 at 4:00 p.m.
“We are thrilled to have this iconic American Southern rock band headline this exciting, first-time event,” said festival producer Howard Freeman of Promo 1. “Rock, Ribs & Ridges is going to be a two-day celebration of great music from legendary artists, great food, and the scenic beauty of the spectacular, natural amphitheater Hidden Valley has to offer.”

Marshall Tucker’s blend of rock, country and jazz helped establish the Southern rock genre of the 1970s. Featuring extended instrumental passages, the good ol’ boys from Spartanburg, SC gained recognition through a tour with the Allman Brothers and found significant success during the ‘70s with most of their albums going gold. Their Carolina Dreams album sold a million copies and produced the Top 15 single, “Heard It in a Love Song” in 1977.
Known for their additional hit singles “Fire on the Mountain,” and “Can’t You See,” the Marshall Tucker Band enjoyed success at the early Volunteer Jams and has continued to write, record, tour and entertain fans from around the world, playing at least 150 shows each year. All told, they have earned seven gold and three platinum albums with four hit singles on Billboard’s country chart and one on Billboard’s gospel chart.
"The buying public never really cared whether we were country or rock and roll" said founding member and vocalist Doug Gray. "They called us a Southern rock band, but we have always played everything from country to blues and all things in-between. We're still playing all of the classic songs, but we are moving ahead into other styles as well. We're also playing for a younger audience than we have in the past, perhaps to the kids of the fans we played in front of in the ‘70s and ‘80s."

"As we've become older," Gray added, "our Southern heritage seems to come out even more. But no matter how old we get, we can still rock your socks off."

Good music, according to the band, knows no boundaries. And neither does good food. The Rib Fest Cook-off will feature barbecue vendors from Canada to Philadelphia competing for thousands of dollars in prize money. They’ll also vie for titles such as “Best Ribs” and “Best Sauce” with Festival-goers having the opportunity to sample their mouthwatering BBQ throughout the weekend.
The Hidden Valley Club is an easy drive from New York City, Westchester County, the Hudson Valley, upstate New York, the Delaware Water Gap and all points in New Jersey.
General admission tickets, which include lawn seating for the concerts, are $30 if purchased in advance by August 13 ($35 at the gate). VIP Founder’s Premium Tickets, which include free parking in the Franklin Sussex Automall VIP parking lot and day-long access to The Lodge at the Hidden Valley Club with its spacious patios and views overlooking the concert stage, private pay food and beverage service and private restrooms, are $45 in advance if purchased by August 13 ($50 at the gate).
